Making the most of your Practice and Activity Pack

Writing Tasks

Each unit starts with one page of pattern and vocabulary practice for you to complete after completing that unit in class.  The focus here is on accuracy; you should aim to write the correct words in the correct order, and give careful attention to spelling.  The following plan of action is recommended:
1.
Look through the unit in the coursebook again to remind yourself of the vocabulary 
and patterns covered, and/or listen to unit on the CD.
2.
Read through the task page from beginning to end before writing anything.
3.
Write your answers, using a pencil.
4.
Any answers which you find difficult, leave blank and try again after doing the others.
5.
Check your answers by comparing them to the patterns in the coursebook before 
handing them in for your tutor to mark.  
Remember, this is not an exam!  Many people find reading and writing more difficult than speaking and listening, especially if they aren’t accustomed to this kind of task.  It may take a while before they can do them comfortably and correctly.  It’s worth persevering, however, as you will eventually notice an improvement.
Games

There is also a page of activities for you to try out with your child.  Like the writing tasks, these are based on the patterns and vocabulary of the unit, but this time, don’t worry so much about accuracy – the important thing is that you and your child(ren) have fun!  Before giving the activities a go, you may find it useful to glance through the unit again in the coursebook, and go over the phrases you’re going to use once beforehand (silently in your head, or aloud!).
